Rotary Membership Proposal Process

Membership proposals are sent to the Executive Director who logs them into the computer and sends them to the Membership Committee, which determines whether or not the proposed member is eligible under the guidelines above in Section 2 (i), (ii) or (iii). The committee checks the proposed member’s personal references to ensure that the requirements listed above in Section 2(a) are met. This committee also assigns each prospect a classification, e.g., “law, general practice”.  If the criteria are met, the committee approves the membership proposal.

After committee approval the proposal information is published in the “Wheel Horse”.  If, after seven days, there are no written objections from the membership, the Executive Director presents the membership proposal to the Board of Directors.  If approved by the board, the proposal has completed the process and the proposed member is notified that he or she is ready to be introduced into the club.  However, if there is an objection in writing from any member, the proposal goes to the board and the objection is upheld or deemed not to be a valid reason to deny membership to the proposed member.  (Former Lexington Rotarians are not required to be published; that step is eliminated and they are ready to be introduced to the membership after having been approved by the board of directors.)

At this point, the Executive Director notifies by letter the approved new member, the sponsor, and the chairman of the New Member Orientation Committee to select a date on which to induct the proposed member at a regular Thursday noon meeting of the club.  Upon that date, the new member receives a Rotary badge and lapel pin.
